MIDDLE AGES (476-14th-15th c)
AD 476 was the fall of the Roman Empire (which had lasted more than 800 years). Historians mark this moment as the end of ancient history. The next 1000 years were called the MIDDLE AGES (Latin, "Medieval."), aka the "Dark Ages." Many people couldn't read/write; Christianity central; strong belief that afterlife is better than this life.
And after this?

RENAISSANCE (14th-16th  c)
By 1450, Europe emerging from Dark Ages. More reading/writing; scientific discoveries; great art - RENAISSANCE ("rebirth"). This began our modern history.
Italian Renaissance - Petrarch (1304-1374)
English Renaissance - Shakespeare (1564-1616)
French Renaissance - reign of Francois I (1515-1547) and his son Henri II (1547-1559)
